Crochet Shawl – Asymmetrical Shell

Yarn:  Fine Bamboo Fingering, in ‘Tea’, [www.robinjedmundson.com]   3 skeins.
Hook:  E

This shawl is done in three parts:  body, side trim, end trim.  The body is done in the Asymmetrical Shell pattern by Donna Kooler, in The Encyclopedia of Crochet.   Description, below, right. 
 (
1. Body:  
For the sample shawl, I used 12 repeats of the shell across the body.  Since the pattern calls for a multiple of 7+1, I chained (7x12) + 1 = 85 chains.  
Follow pattern as at right. 
 95 rows. 
 
 
Foundation row across top edge of shawl: 
 Turn, ch 
5, sc in top of shell below (into the dc just before th
e ch 2 space of the shell), ch 5
.  Repeat to end. Anchor with sc.

 Side Trim:  Simple mesh stitch.  
Row 1: sc at beginning 
of each 
row of scarf body.  Chain 4 between.  [sc, ch 4, sc, ch 4 to end]  Anchor last arch 
with dc at edge
, turn.
Rows 2, 4, 6:  ch 2, sc, ch 4, sc in center of each arch below.  Ch 4 between.  [sc, ch 4, sc, ch 4 to end] 
 
sc 2 at end of row. 
Rows 3, 5: Ch 6, sc in arch below
. Sc, ch 4 to end, ch3, anchor with dc at edge.  
Row 7:  Same as row 5, except ch 3 between sc instead of ch 4 between.
Row 8: ch 2, sc 2 in first arch, sc 3 in arches to last arch, sc 2 in last arch. 
Repeat for other side of shawl body.
3.  End trim:  
Row 1: sc 3 in first arch (into the end of the side trim below – you’ll be making these look like arches), sc 5 in the rest of the arches across the piece, sc 3 in last arch.  If you find that you have smaller arches where the side trim meets the body, then combine those so that you do 5 sc total for those two little arches.

INSTRUCTIONS

Chain a muldiple of 7 stitches + 1.

Row 1: Turn. Ch 2. Sk 3 chs of base ch, *in next ch (4 dcs, ch
2, do), sk 6 chs*; repeat from * to * across, ending with sk
3 chs, dc in last ch.

Row 2: Turn. Ch 2. Sk 2 dcs, *over ch-2 (4 dcs, ch 2, do), sk
5 dcs*; repeat from * to * across, ending with dc in tch.

Repeat row 2.
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
